





(aa) “regular place of business” means the place of business in which a
business is normally carried on, but does not include a place, premises, or
location in which a business is conducted on a one-time or temporary basis;

(bb)  “resident” means a person who resides or has a regular place of business in
the Town;

(cc) “sidewalk” means any public walkway, trail or portion of a highway between
the curb line or the lateral line of the roadway and the adjacent property line,
intended for the use of pedestrians;

(dd) “sign” means any surface, structure and other component parts, which are
used or capable of being used as visual medium to attract attention to a
specific subject matter for identification, information or advertising purposes
and includes an advertising device or notice;

(ee) “Town” means The Corporation of the Town of Collingwood or the
geographic area of the municipality as may be applicable in the context;

(ff) “zoning by-law” means a by-law enacted under section 34 of the Planning
Act, R.8.0. 1990, c. P.13, that restricts the use of land within the geographical
boundaries of the Town.

PART 2 - LICENCE COMMITTEE

Sections 5-15, 21 and 24 of the Statutory Powers Procedures Act , R.S.0. 1990, c.
S.22, shall apply to all hearings conducted by the Licence Committee.

A person who wishes to appeal the Licensing Officer's decision to the Licence
Committee shall file an application for a hearing and pay a fee in accordance with
the Town’s Fees and Service Charges By-law.

The Licence Committee will hold a hearing and is entitled to modify, uphold or quash
the decision of the Licensing Officer or direct a licence to be suspended, issued,
renewed or reinstated.

Decisions of the Licence Committee shall be circulated to Council and Council shall
have the authority to modify, uphold or quash a decision of the Licence Committee.

PART 3 - ADMINISTRATION

The Licensing Officer is responsible for the administration of this By-law.

A Licensing Officer shall have the following administrative and legislative
responsibilities. including any duties that are incidental or accessory to the
responsibilities noted below:

(a) preparing the necessary documentation and forms;

(b) receiving and processing all applications for licences and renewals of
licences;

(c) issuing licences when an application is made in accordance with the
provisions of this by-law;

(d) maintaining records in accordance with the Town's Record Retention By-law;

(e) generally performing all the administrative and legislative functions of a minor
nature conferred upon the Officer by this By-law;

() any other duties that may be assigned by Council by resolution.

Every application for a new licence or for a renewal or extension of an existing
licence shall be submitted to the Licensing Officer on the prescribed form.

Every application for a new licence or a renewal or extension of a licence shall be
accompanied by the full licence fee, as set out in the applicable schedules in this By-
law. '

Except as otherwise provided in the applicable schedule, the licence fee for the
current year will be waived if an application for a new licence is submitted thirty (30)
days prior to the licence expiry date and is accompanied by the full licence fee for
the next fiscal and/or calendar year.

The full licence fee shall be paid, regardless of the date of application, if a person
begins to carry on the business before submitting an application for a new licence.

Every application for a licence will be reviewed to determine whether it meets all the
provisions set out in Part 4 - General Regulations and any special conditions set out
in the applicable schedule for that business.

Adjustments in the licence fee structure shall be reviewed annually by the Clerk in
conjunction with the Fees and Service Charges By-law.

As part of the licence application review process, an application will be circulated by
the applicant to the departments and agencies set out in the applicable schedule for
that business, unless otherwise authorized by the Licensing Officer.

Where an application is circulated to a department or agency in accordance with the
applicable schedule for that business, the department or agency is entitled to require
an inspection of the proposed place of business.

No person shall hold, own, operate, sell, carry on or engage in any business set out
in Section 8 of this By-law within the Town without first having obtained a licence
pursuant to this By-law.

A licence shall be required for each separate place of business.

A person is not eligible for a licence unless his or her application is accompanied by
the full licence fee for that business, as set out in the applicable schedule or as
determined under Sections 3.4 or 3.5.

Except as otherwise provided in the applicable schedule, a licence is valid for one
(1) calendar year and shall expire unless it is renewed prior to the licence expiry
date.

A licensee is not eligible for the renewal or extension of a licence unless the licensee
has provided a complete application form approved by the Licensing Officer and has
paid the full licence fee for that business, as set out in the applicable schedule.

No person shall falsely identify himself/herself as having a licence issued under this
By-law and no person shall publish or cause to be published any representation that
the person is licensed under this by-law if the person is not licensed.

A licence is not transferable.
A person shall carry on business only in the name in which the business is licenced.

For the purpose for this By-law, a business shall be deemed to be carried on within
the Town if any part of the business is carried on in the Town, even if the business
or a portion thereof is being conducted from a location outside the Town.

No person shall carry on any business for which a licence is required under this By-
law:

(a) if the licence has expired or been revoked; or
(b) while the licence is under suspension.

If work that requires a building permit under the Building Code Act, 1992 is to be
undertaken on the property to be used for carrying on a business, a person shall not
submit an application for a licence until the work has been completed in accordance
with the requirements of the Building Code Act, 1992.

A person is not eligible to hold a licence if the proposed use of the land, building or
structure is not permitted by a zoning by-law that applies to the property, unless the

land, building or structure was lawfully used for this purpose on the day of the
passing of the zoning by-law, or amendments thereto.

A person is not eligible to hold a licence if the property to be used for carrying on the
trade, business or occupation does not conform with all applicable law, including but
not limited to the Property Standards By-law, the Fire Protection and Prevention Act,
1997, S.0. 1994, c. 4 and the Ontario Fire Code, and the Health Protection and
Promotion Act, R.S.0. 1990, c. H.7.

Despite Section 4.10, a conditional licence may be issued to an applicant if it is
determined that there are deficiencies that can be remedied within a specified time
frame in order to bring the matter into compliance, and if the deficiencies are not
likely to constitute a danger to the public.

A conditional licence shall set out the duration of the conditional licence, and if the
applicant fails to bring the matter into compliance with any legislation or this By-law
within the time specified, then the licence shall become null and void.

A person is not eligible to hold a licence if the operation of his or her business does
not conform with the applicable standards and requirements of:

(a) all applicable by-laws of the Town,
(b) all applicable legislation,

with respect to the qualifications of the persons carrying on or engaged in the
business and with respect to the vehicles and equipment used for the purposes of
the business.

Where any order issued by the Licensing Officer has been appealed and upheld by
the Licence Committee, or where there has been no appeal requested, the
Licensing Officer may suspend or revoke the licence.

A licensee shall display the licence in a prominent place in its place of business or
as outlined in the applicable schedules.

In the case of vehicles and other equipment used for the purposes of the business, a
licensee shall display the licence or evidence of the licence prominently on each
vehicle and other equipment or as outlined in the applicable schedules.

A licensee who does not have a place of business shall carry the licence on his or
her person at all times while carrying on the business.

Every licensee shall produce the licence for inspection on the request of an Officer.

Every person carrying on a business for which a licence is required under this By-
law shall allow, at any reasonable time, an Officer to inspect his or her place of
business and any other premises, equipment, vehicles or property used for
purposes related to the business, other than a room or place being used as a
dwelling, to determine compliance with the requirements of this By-law.

No person shall obstruct, hinder or otherwise interfere with an Officer while carrying
out an investigation, making inquiries, or performing an inspection for the purposes
of enforcing this By-law. Withholding, destroying, concealing or refusing to furnish
any information or thing required by an Officer in the exercise of a power or the
performance of a duty under this By-law shall be deemed to be hindering the
enforcement of this By-law.

No licensee shall construct or equip a place of business or other premises used for
the business so as to hinder the enforcement of the By-law.

Every licensee shall maintain its place of business in a clean and sanitary condition
as determined in the sole discretion of an Officer or Licensing lissuer, with adequate
measures for the storage and disposal of garbage and waste and sufficient levels of
illumination to permit the safe use of the premises.

Every licensee shall hold general commercial liability insurance in the amount of
$2,000,000.00, unless otherwise identified in a schedule to this By-law, for the
duration of the licence and provide to the Licensing Officer a Certificate of Insurance
for the required insurance coverage prior to a licence being issued.
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PART 5 - INSPECTION

21 An Officer or other duly appointed individual may at any reasonable time enter on
any land for the purpose of carrying out an inspection to determine whether or not
the provisions of this By-law are being complied with, a direction or order is being
complied with, a condition of a licence is being complied with or a court order is
being complied with.

5.2 Despite the provisions of this Part, no person shall enter or remain in any room or
place actually being used as a dwelling unless,

(a) the consent of the occupier is obtained, the occupier first having been informed
that the right of entry may be refused and, if refused, may only be made under
the authority of an order issued under a warrant as authorized by the provisions
of the Municipal Act, 2001,

(b) an order issued under the provisions of the Municipal Act, 20017;
(c) awarrant issued under the provisions of the Municipal Act, 2007,

(d) the delay necessary to obtain an order under the provisions of the Municipal
Act, 2001, to obtain a warrant under the provisions of the Municipal Act, 2001,
or the consent of the occupier would result in an immediate danger to the health
or safety of any person; or

(e) an Officer or any other duly appeinted individual has given notice of its intention
to enter to the occupier of the land as required under the provisions of the
Municipal Act, 2001 and the entry is authorized under the provisions of the
Municipal Act, 2001.

53 The Licensing Officer may waive the requirement for any inspection, approval or
documentation as may be required pursuant to this By-law where such inspection,
approval or documentation is not applicable to the carrying on of the business which
is licensed or required to be licensed under this By-law.

54 For the purposes of an inspection, an Officer or other duly appointed individual may:

(a) require the production for inspection of documents or things relevant to the
inspection;

(b) inspect and remove documents or things relevant to the inspection for the
purpose of making copies or extracts;

(c) require information from any person concerning a matter related to the
inspection; and,

(d) alone or in conjunction with a person possessing special or expert knowledge,
make examinations or take tests, samples or photographs necessary for the
purpose of the inspection.

5.5 Where a sample is taken under Section 5.4, the sample shall be divided into two
parts, and one part shall be delivered to the person from whom the sample is taken,
if the person so requests at the time the sample is taken and provides the necessary
facilities. If a sample has been taken and the sample has not been divided into two
parts, a copy of any report on the sample shall be given to the person from whom
the sample was taken.

5.6  Areceipt shall be provided for any document or thing removed and the document or
thing shall be promptly returned after the copies or extracts are made.

PART 6 - POWER TO REFUSE/RENEW/REVOKE OR SUSPEND A LICENCE

6.1 The Licensing Officer may refuse to issue a licence, refuse to renew a licence or
may revoke or suspend a licence or impose terms and conditions on a licence.

6.2 If it is determined that an application meets the requirements of this By-law and all
circulated agencies, the Licensing Officer will issue the licence if the licence fee has
been paid. -

If it is determined that an application does not meet the requirement of this By-law or
is objected to by a circulated agency, the Licensing Officer will refuse to issue the
licence and will refund the licence fee.

If, at any time the Licensing Officer determines, as a result of evidence that is
provided that the operation of a licenced business does not conform to the
requirements of this By-law, the Licensing Officer may suspend or revoke the
licence.

A person whose application for a new licence or a renewal of licence has been
refused or a person whose licence has been suspended or revoked may, within
fourteen (14) days of being notified of the decision by the Licensing Officer, apply to
the Licence Committee for a review of the decision.

If no appeal is registered by the applicant or licensee within fourteen days (14) of the
notice from the Licence Committee, the recommendation of the Licensing Officer is
final.

The Clerk, upon receipt of a written request from the applicant or licensee within the
time limit specified in Section 6.5, shall schedule a hearing before the Licence
Committee and send written notice of the hearing to the applicant or licensee, which
notice may be personally delivered, sent via facsimile, by email or sent by regular or
registered mail, to the address set out in the application for licence unless the
request for a hearing specifies a different address.

PART 7 — EXEMPTIONS

The requirement to obtain a licence under this By-law does not apply to a business
that is engaged exclusively in the sale of goods by wholesale.

The requirement to obtain a licence under this By-law does not apply to those
persons or classes of business that are exempted in a schedule to this By-law.

The Town is exempt from the provisions of this By-law.

Notwithstanding any other provisions of this By-law, any carnival and any vendor
selling products or merchandise at special events only and not at any other location
within the Town and who is operating under the “Town of Collingwood Special
Events By-law and Policy” shall be exempt from the requirement to obtain a licence
under the provisions of this By-law.

PART 9 - ENFORCEMENT

9.1

The provisions of this By-law shall be enforced by an Officer.
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PART 10 — OFFENCE AND PENALTIES

10.1  Every person who contravenes any provision of this By-law is guilty of an offence
and on conviction is liable to a fine of not less than $500 and not more than
$100,000.

10.2 A director or officer of a corporation who knowingly concurs in the violation or
contravention by a corporation of any provision of this By-law is guilty of an offence
and, upon conviction, is liable to a minimum fine of not more than $500.00 and a
maximum fine of not more than $10,000.00.

10.3 An offence under this By-law constitutes a continuing offence and for each day or
part of a day that the offence continues, the minimum fine shall be $500.00 and the
maximum fine shall be $10,000.00.

10.4 Upon a conviction being entered, the Court in which the conviction was entered and
any Court of competent jurisdiction thereafter may, in addition to any other remedy
and to any penalty imposed in this By-law, make an order prohibiting the
continuation or repetition of the offence by the person convicted.

PART 11 - INTERPRETATION & VALIDITY

11.1  If a court of competent jurisdiction declares to be invalid, unenforceable, illegal or
beyond the powers of Council to enact, any provisions or parts of any provisions of
this By-law, it is the intention of Council in enacting this By-law that the remainder of
this By-law shall be deemed to be separate and independent therefrom and that the
remainder of this By-law shall continue in force and be applied and enforced in
accordance with its terms to the fullest extent possible according to law.

11.2  Any reference to a statute, regulation or other legislation in this By-law shall include
such statute, regulation or other legislation or provision thereof as amended,
revised, re-enacted and/or consolidated from time to time and any successor
legislation thereto.

11.3 The terms in this By-law shall be construed with all changes in number and gender
as may be required by the context.

PART 12— CONFLICT WITH ANY OTHER BY-LAW

12.1  In the event of any conflict between any provisions of this By-law and any other by-
law enacted by the Town, the provisions of this By-law shall prevail.

PART 13 —SHORT TITLE

13.1  This By-law shall be known as the “Licensing By-law.”

PART 14 - REPEAL

14.1 This By-law repeals By-law Nos.-84+4&; 96-12, 82-26, 02-24, 95-10, €8-80-03-61,
and 2010-045. ZP> SR
